THIS  FORMDROPDOWN 
 AGREEMENT, hereinafter “Agreement, made and entered into on this ______day of _________________, 20____, by and between CLARK COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Nevada, hereinafter “County,” and ENTER NAME OF TENANT, [a ________ corporation], [_____________________, individually], hereinafter “Tenant.”

1.
TERM.  The term of this Agreement will commence on Month, Day, Year and will continue indefinitely on a month-to-month basis.  Either party may terminate this Agreement, for any reason upon providing thirty (30) days advance written notice.

2.
PREMISES AND USE.  County agrees to lease to Tenant  FORMDROPDOWN 
 #__________, hereinafter “Premises,” located at the  FORMDROPDOWN 
 Airport, hereinafter, “Airport,” in accordance with all of the terms and conditions provided herein.  The Premises shall be used only for the storage of the following aircraft owned or leased and used by Tenant.

All maintenance activities on Clark County General Aviation Airports shall be in compliance with the General Aviation Rules and Regulations and Operating Directives, as may be amended from time to time.  Tenant shall take all steps to ensure that the performance of such maintenance does not cause any discharge of fluids such as oil, fuel, hydraulic fluid or other hazardous waste on the Premises.  All tools and/or equipment used during any maintenance activity or any debris generated by such maintenance shall be contained within the Tenant’s Premises so as to not create any safety hazards or damage to adjacent aircraft or Airport tenants.  

Tenant shall not conduct any commercial aviation operation or business, including but not limited to air charter services, air taxi, flight instruction, rental, aerial sightseeing for hire or other related commercial activity.

Use of the Premises for storage of other than the aircraft listed above, including but not limited to boats, RV’s or other similar vehicles, is prohibited.  Personal vehicles may be parked within the shade hangars only and shall be centered so as not to obstruct aircraft operations in any way.

3
RENT PAYABLE TO COUNTY.   Tenant agrees to pay rent to County in the amount of $_______________, on or before the first day of each month, in advance.  Tenant shall provide a security deposit in the amount of $_______________, which is equal to one (1) month of the total rent.  County retains the right to readjust the rental fees not more than once annually during the term of this Agreement with thirty (30) days advance written notice.  In the event that Tenant is delinquent in paying County for a period of thirty (30) days or more, County will be entitled to, and Tenant will  pay to County, interest at the rate of twelve percent (12%) per annum on all amounts unpaid.  

4.
INSURANCE.  During the entire term of this Agreement, Tenant agrees to provide and maintain the required insurance listed below:

A.
Aircraft Liability Insurance coverage for injury to persons and property damage, and such other coverage as may be necessary to protect County from such claims and actions by Tenant, either on the Airport or within the Premises.  Said insurance shall have limits of not less than One Million ($1,000,000) Dollars.  Tenant agrees to name CLARK COUNTY, ITS OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES, AND VOLUNTEERS as additional insured on any Aircraft Liability insurance policy intended for protection under this Agreement.


B.
Automobile Liability in an amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand ($500,000) Dollars combined single limit “per accident,” OR Two Hundred Fifty Thousand/Five Hundred Thousand ($250,000 / $500,000) Dollars per accident – bodily injury and Two Hundred Fifty Thousand ($250,000) Dollars per accident – property damage.  Such coverage may be maintained in the form of “excess liability coverage.”  Said automobile liability insurance does not require Clark County to be named as an additional insured.  REQUIRED FOR AIRFIELD ACCESS ONLY.


Best’s Key Rating: The rating of the insurance company’s financial strength shall be “A VIII” or stronger, as published in the latest Best’s Key Rating Guide, and shall be fully disclosed within the Certificates of Insurance.

30 Day Notice: Certificates of Insurance will provide a thirty (30) day written notice provision to County for cancellation or coverage reduced for any policy.

County shall have the right, from time to time, on not less than thirty (30) days notice, to require tenant to modify the amount or type of coverage to be maintained under this Agreement. 

5.
ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLEASING.  Tenant shall not assign the Premises, its rights or duties hereunder, in whole or in part.  Any such attempt by Tenant to assign or otherwise transfer its interest in this Agreement, shall be considered a material breach of this Agreement and may be terminated, at the sole discretion of County’s Designated Representative, with thirty (30) days prior written notice. 

6.
TENANT OBLIGATIONS.  Tenant agrees to:




A.
Use the Premises for the purpose of storing the aircraft listed in Section 2.  



B.
Keep the assigned Premises clean and shall remove rubbish, debris, waste material and anything unsightly or detrimental to health, or likely to create a fire hazard, or that is conducive to deterioration.  Tenant will not cause or permit any hazardous material to be used, generated, manufactured, produced, stored or brought upon or released on, under or about the Premises.


C.
Properly secure the aircraft with tie-down chains provided by the Department of Aviation.  Tenant will be responsible for inspecting the tie-down chains for wear and inform the Department of Aviation of any unsatisfactory condition.


D.
Provide a copy of the aircraft registration upon execution of this Agreement.

7.
RULES AND REGULATIONS.  Tenant hereby agrees to be bound by all General Aviation Airports  Rules and Regulations, Airport Tenant Improvement Manual, Operating Directives, Airport Environmental Compliance Handbook, Airport Security Program, Nevada Revised Statutes, County Ordinances or other such governmental regulations, whether municipal, state, or federal, including, but not limited to, all environmental laws, and will immediately, upon request, verify compliance to any such requirement.  Tenant must adhere to the Airport Rules and Regulations and Operating Directives, as may be amended from time to time.  Tenant agrees to be subject to any fines and/or administrative assessment or penalties resulting from violations of any General Aviation Airports Rules and Regulations and Operating Directives.  Tenant will keep current municipal, state, or federal licenses or permits.

8.
INDEMNITY.  Tenant agrees to indemnify and hold County forever harmless from and against all liability, loss, demand, judgments or other expense, including, but not limited to, defense costs, expenses, and reasonable attorney fees, imposed upon County by reason of injuries or death of persons, including wrongful death, and damages to property caused during and because of Tenant’s use or occupancy of Airport property or the Premises or any actions or non-actions of Tenant, its officers, employees, agents, guests, or other representatives, including movement of aircraft or vehicles, provided, however, that such indemnity will not apply as to any negligent act or omission of County, its employees, agents or representatives.

9.
AIRPORT MAINTENANCE, REPAIR, DEVELOPMENT AND EXPANSION.   County reserves the right to further develop or improve the landing area or any other area, building or other improvement within the present or future boundaries of the Airport as it sees fit in its sole judgment regardless of the desires or views of Tenant and without interference or hindrance by the Tenant. Further, County retains the absolute right to maintain, repair, develop and expand the terminal building, any other Airport facility, Airport improvement or Airport property free from any and all liability to the Tenant for loss or damage of any nature whatsoever as may be occasioned during or because of the performance of such maintenance, repair, development or expansion.

10.
FORCE MAJEURE.  Neither County nor Tenant will be deemed to be in breach of this Agreement by reason of failure to perform any of its obligations hereunder if, while and to the extent that such failure is due to strikes, boycotts, labor disputes, embargoes, shortages of materials, acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of governmental authority, unusual weather conditions, floods, riots, rebellion or sabotage.  However, the provisions of this Section will not apply to failure by Tenant to pay rents, fees or any other money payments required under other provisions, covenants or agreements contained in this Agreement.

11.
QUIET ENJOYMENT.  County agrees that, on payment of the rentals and fees and performance of the covenants, conditions and agreements on the part of Tenant to be performed hereunder, Tenant will have the right to peaceably occupy and enjoy the Premises.

12.
NOTICES.  Any notice or communication to be given under the terms of this Agreement (a “Notice”) shall be in writing and shall be personally delivered or sent by facsimile, overnight delivery, or registered or certified mail, return receipt requested.  Notices shall be addressed as follows:
